Syndicate sessions have become an
important part of the Symposium in recent years and they will continue.

We are keen to examine decision-making across the whole acquisition process and would also
welcome papers on the assessment of military capability requirements, procurement and support,
including the use of OR within industry.

We are particularly pleased to announce that Lieutenant General Chris Brown CBE has agreed
to do us the honour of giving the Ronnie Shephard Memorial Address after the Gala Dinner on
Thursday evening, nd September. General Brown is currently Iraq Study Team Leader in MoD
HQ and was at one time involved in planning NATO operations in Kosovo. He has also held a
number of senior military frontline appointments: among them GOC Northern Ireland and,
previous to his present post, Deputy Commanding General Multi-National Force — Iraq.

ADMINISTRATION

The symposium will again be held at New Place, near Bishops Waltham. New Place is a
country house, set in the Hampshire countryside, to which extensive conference facilities have
been added. We shall have exclusive use of the facilities, comprising the main conference room,
dining room, syndicate rooms, bar and lounges.
